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gives an elaborate account of the plants
consumed by various wild animals in
the Rajiv Gandhi Mational Park,
Karnataka. Dendrocnide sinuata
(Blume) Chew [Urticaceae] seems to
be promising as an elephant repallant.
Flowering in Bambusa burmanica
Gamble (Poaceae) has been recorded
for the first time from the Acharya
Jagadish Chandra Bose Indian Botanic

Garden after more than a century since

its introduction. Articles on the use of
the seeds of Celastrus paniculatus
Willd. (Celastraceae) for the treatment
of diabetes by the tribals of Sambalpur
district, Orissa; the indigenous uses of
Arenga westerhoutii Griff. (Arecaceae)
by the Mishmee tribe of Arunachal
Pradesh and the use of noxious weed
viz., Parthenium hysterophorus L.
{Asteraceae) as a broom which has
been known while documenting the
indigenous knowledge of the WNilgiri
Biosphere Reserve are quite
interesting. Information on Capsicum
baccafum L. (Sclanaceae) known as
‘Aji pepper or Peruvian hot pepper and
the smell of ‘Curry patta’ in the leaves of
Bauhinia tomentosa L. (Legquminosae :
Caesalpinicideae) will surely attract the
attention of the readers.
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
